January 6-7, 2012
Location, Arena and Date: The competition, hosted by Fond du Lac FSC, will be held January 6-7, 2012 at the Blue Line Family Ice Center, Fond du Lac, WI.  The Family Ice Center is a multi-rink facility.  Rink “A” is used for competition and practice. It measures 100 x 200 feet.  Rink “B” measures 85 x 200 feet and is used for practice.  The Fond du Lac County Rec Center (REC) will again be available free of charge for off-ice practice, warm up, team meetings and meals, etc.  The REC is located less than 1/3 mile from the Family Ice Center.

Entries:  The entry fee is $105 per IJS event plus $21 per competitor including alternates.  The entry fee for Beginner is $55 per team plus $5 per skater. General Rules: The Foot of the Lake Synchronized Skating Classic is sanctioned by U.S. Figure Skating and will be conducted under the rules set forth in the 2011-2012 edition of the U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook and this announcement. Particular note should be taken of these sections:

· Rule 2056: Events to be skated 

· Rules 7200-7290, 7500-7520: Requirements for each level 

· Rule 2910: Duration and Warm-up Periods of Synchronized Team Skating 

· Rule 7020: Clothing - Synchronized Team Skating
· Rule 7021:  The costume of the competitors must be modest, dignified, and appropriate for athletic competition, not garish or theatrical in design.  The costume may, however, reflect the character of the music chosen.  

A.  Ladies may wear skirts, body suits or full-length trousers.  Ladies skirts must not be below the top of the calf of the legs for safety reasons.  

B. Men must wear full-length trousers; no tights are permitted.

C. The costume must not give the effect of excessive nudity for an athletic sport.  The costume and make-up must not be theatrical and must not highlight any skater.

D. Headdresses must be kept to a minimum.  Any ornamentation attached to clothing or head must be firmly fastened so as not to fall off while skating under normal competitive conditions.  There can be no props on the ice and hand props such as banners, canes, or pompoms are not permitted.  
· Rule 7022: Sequins rhinestones or jeweled trim may be used in moderation on the clothing of senior, junior and collegiate synchronized skating teams only.  This adornment is allowed on the bodice only.  Sleeves and skirts are to be void of adornment.  Feathers or other materials that could be dislodged upon contact are not allowed.  The use of adornments at all other levels is prohibited.  
· Rule 7024: The use of hair pins and bobby pins is prohibited while skating in any synchronized skating competition.
Liability: U.S. Figure Skating, Fond du Lac FS, and the Fond du Lac Blue Line Family Ice Center accept no responsibility for injury or damage sustained by any participant in this competition.  This is in accordance with Rule 3222 of the 2011-2012 edition of the official U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook.

Judging System: The ISU judging system (IJS) will be used for collegiate, adult, intermediate, novice, junior and senior events. For all other events, the 6.0 system will be used. All teams competing in a level judged under the IJS will be required to complete a Planned Program Content sheet. Each team’s PPC must be completed via their Member’s Only profile at www.usfsaonline.org by December 20, 2011.  A late fee of $25 will be imposed for failure to file the PPC in a timely manner. PPC’s will not be accepted at the Registration.
Events to be offered:  

A.  Beginner
A team of 8 to 16 skaters. No skaters may have passed higher than preliminary and a majority of the team must be a “no test”.   The emphasis should be on mastering the basic skills of synchronized skating: control of rotation, straight lines, unison, use of guiding and shadowing, etc.  NOT ON DIFFICULTY!  

Deductions will be taken for elements or features included that are not allowed!

A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be under 13 on the preceding July 1 and have passed the preliminary moves in the field test.

A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be under 18 on the preceding July 1 and have passed the pre-juvenile moves in the field test.




Program duration: 3 ½ minutes.  Well balanced program: Rule 4690

G.  Novice:


A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be under 16 – with the exception that 4 skaters may be 16 or 17 on the preceding July 1 and have passed the juvenile moves in the field test. Program duration: 3 ½ minutes. Well balanced program: Rule 4680
H.  Junior:


A team of 12 to 16 skaters. Skaters must be at least 12 and under 19 on the preceding July 1. All skaters must have passed the intermediate moves in the field test.





Short program duration: Maximum 2 minutes, 50 seconds





Free skate duration: 4 minutes





Well balanced program and short program: Rule 4670
I.  Senior:
A team of 16 skaters. Skaters must be at least 14 on the preceding July 1 and have passed the novice moves in the field test.

J.   Open Collegiate

A team of 8 to 16 skaters. Skaters must be enrolled in a college 





or university as a full-time student as of the entry deadline.




Program duration: 3 minutes. Well balanced program: Rule 4790
K.  Collegiate:


A team of 12 to 20 skaters.  Skaters must be enrolled in a college or university as a full-time student as of the entry deadline and have passed the juvenile moves in the field test.  Program duration: 4 minutes.  Well balanced program: Rule 4720
L.  Open Adult:


A team of 8 to 16 skaters.  The majority of skaters must be 19 years or older on the preceding July 1.  Program duration: 2 ½ minutes.  Well balanced program: Rule 4780
M.  Masters:


A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be at least 25, and the majority of the team must be at least 35 on the preceding July 1.





Program duration: 3 minutes. Well balanced program: Rule 4740
N.  Adult:
A team of 12 to 20 skaters.  Skaters must be at least 21 on the preceding July 1.  All skaters must have passed either the preliminary moves in the field test, the adult bronze moves in the field test, the preliminary figure test or the preliminary dance test.

Program duration: 3 ½ minutes. Well balanced program: Rule 4730

Awards:   The top FOUR placements in each division will receive medals. Junior & Senior events will be run as a combined event.  Free Skate order will be determined based on Short Program placement.  Medals will be awarded based on total score. Divisions with twelve or more entries will be divided into two (2) final flights.  The top four teams in each flight will receive medals. Awards may be picked up in the Mezzanine at the Results table.  A SPECIAL TROPHY WILL BE GIVEN TO THE WINNER OF THE OPEN JUVENILE EVENT(s) IN HONOR OF LACEY MEINEL.
On-Ice and Off –Ice Critique Sessions:  On Ice Critiques will be available for $80 with Technical Panel & Judges for IJS levels and with Judges only for non-IJS levels.  The On Ice sessions will be 15 minutes long. Space is limited. Scheduling priority will be based on team level, Qualifying vs. Non Qualifying, participation in Sectionals and postmark.  On Ice critiques will NOT be available for Beginner teams.  Critiques will take place all day Saturday.  Off Ice Critiques will be available at NO CHARGE during the competition as well.  Please complete FORM H to request critiques. 
PRACTICE ICE:  Please NOTE that practice ice is not guaranteed on the official competition ice surface.  NO REFUNDS ON CANCELLED SESSIONS.  Practice ice is held at the Blue Line Family Ice Center 
Official Practice ice for all IJS levels is a 15 minute monitored ice segment and is highly recommended.  The cost for Official Practice ice is $80 per segment.  Official Practice will take place on Friday, Jan 6. Reasonable attempts will be made to schedule Official Practice based on the team’s arrival in FdL.  At your Official Practice ice, the team is obliged to skate the entire program (short or f/s) either in one entire run-through or two halves.  The music will be played twice.  No stopping of music once it has started.

Unofficial Practice Ice is any practice ice that is not monitored (i.e. 6.0 events and IJS extra practice) Unofficial practice ice segments will be available from Friday morning Jan 6 until Saturday morning, January 7.  PLEASE NOTE – SATURDAY PRACTICE ICE AVAILABILITY IS LIMITED AND IS NOT GUARANTEED.  Reasonable attempts will be made to schedule unofficial practice in proximity to a team’s Official Practice.
· Friday, January 7, 2011 from 7 am – midnight.
· Saturday, January 8, 2011 from 6 am until 8 am.  
· Teams will be notified of their assigned slots via www.bladessynchro.com/fotl after the close of entries.
· The cost per segment is $80. 
· Sign up for practice ice may be made with the Practice Ice Application Form E.
Music:  Rules governing music selection can be found in the U.S. Figure Skating rulebook, rules 2660-4791.
ONLY CDs (standard Compact Disk format) will be accepted.  

· CDs: Must be clearly marked with name, event entered and the music length.  Each CD must have only ONE track on it.  In the case of short and free skate programs, two separate CDs must be used.    
Due to compatibility and reliability reasons no music may be submitted on re-recordable “CDRW” discs.  

Competition music must be turned in at the registration desk and must be submitted no later than two hours prior to the event in which the team is skating. All music must be picked up at the completion of the competition. CDs will NOT be mailed back to competitors.  All teams must have an additional copy of their music available for practice sessions. The organizing committee will not accept responsibility for damage or loss of music but will take every precaution to ensure their safety.

Registration:  The registration desk will be maintained in the “A” Ice Arena.   The coach for each team must register and pick up their team packet.
· The registration desk will be open during practice ice sessions and during the competition until approximately one hour after the competition concludes.
· Teams should register at least two hours before their scheduled locker room entry. 
· Coaches need to check in at registration with their proper USFS/PSA identification.  All coaches MUST have their registration/id lanyard on them to accompany their team to the ice.
· At registration teams will submit 1 CD.
Videotaping:  Ledin Video will be providing high quality, professional DVD’s at special prices for teams.  Please see our website for an order form.  Photography is permitted in the arena, but please – no flash.
Souvenirs:  Programs will be available for $3 and may be pre-ordered.  Event shirts/clothing will be available.
Admission:  Each team will receive credentials for each skater, two coaches and two chaperones.  These credentials will be included in your team packet received at registration.  All other individuals accompanying a team should purchase tickets to the event.  Admission is $7 per person per day. (Children 10 and under free).  There is no charge to watch practice ice on Friday only.  Tickets are available for Pre-Order on Form F.  Pre-order prices are discounted; pre-order forms are due by December 20, 2011.  Tickets are also available at the door.  Gate prices will be higher.  Pre-sales are NON-REFUNDABLE.
Off-Ice Facility: The Fond du Lac County Rec Center will be available free of charge during practice ice and the competition for off-ice practice, warm up, team meetings and meals, etc.  The REC is located less than 1/3 miles from the Family Ice Center.  
Concierge: An information desk will be located in the lobby to assist teams with directions, restaurant suggestions, etc.
Food:  We are noted for a great snack bar with delicious meals and healthy alternatives.  Food will also be available at the REC.  “Carry ins” are allowed into both the Arena and the REC.  Box Lunches will be available for pre-order.  Please see our website for more details.

BEGINNER SYNCHRONIZED SKATING 2011-2012 SEASON

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: Do all skaters need to be members of U.S. Figure Skating to participate?

A: Skaters may be either regular members, or they be members of the U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills program.

Q: What if our rink doesn’t have a U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills program?

A: You may start one by registering your team or program (group of teams) as a Basic Skills Synchro school. It is free to register the program, and you can get a form from U.S. Figure Skating Headquarters. List the head coach as the “Skating Director.” Once you do this you may register each skater into the Basic Skills program for $7.50 per skater/year. The team(s) will then represent this school at competitions.

Q: Can we change levels or move up during the year?

A: YES! Teams can change levels at any point during the season. In fact, the beginner requirements were specifically designed to allow a team to move up to either preliminary, pre-juvenile or open juvenile during the season and still skate the same program! The beginner level teaches the skaters the foundation of skills they need for higher levels. Teams are encouraged to move up when they are ready.

Q: Do we have to do all 3 beginner levels?

A: NO! The levels are divided by age – the skill is the very similar. The beginner team should enter the level where their age puts them.  While a Beginner 1 team may want to move to Beginner 2 before jumping to the U.S. Figure Skating standard levels, it is not required.  Coaches should determine the team’s progression based on their ability and goals.

Q: Do teams have to register with U.S. Figure Skating?

A: Yes. You fill out a Synchronized Team Registration form in the fall and get a U.S. Figure Skating # which you will need for competitions throughout the season. This will cost $10/year, and you will then be included in all information that goes out to teams during the season.

Q: Why the Beginner program vs. other low level Synchro programs?

A: The U.S. Figure Skating beginner program is the only program to give coaches specific structure and rules to follow –making the playing field completely fair and making it simple for the coach to choreograph a technically sound program. The requirements were specifically designed to give beginner skaters the skills they need to make a simple, seamless and successful transition into standard U.S. Figure Skating synchronized levels.
