Team Information

These are teams that are being considered for the 2011-12 season, but final team determinations will be made after tryouts.
Intermediate Team:

This is the highest-level team for the Blades and is nationally competitive.  The team skates a 3 ½ minute program and practices 3-4 hours per week.  This team will compete in Kalamazoo, Ann Arbor, Midwestern Sectionals in Michigan, Beaver Dam, and hopefully the National Championships in Boston, along with Fond du Lac’s holiday exhibition in November, Foot of the Lake – our home competition, and the annual ice shows.  Skaters must have passed their pre juvenile moves by 12/1/2011.  Juvenile moves are recommended.  Some competitive experience is appreciated.  Skaters must be under 18 years of age as of 7/1/2011 and must tryout for placement on this team.

Juvenile Team:

This is a nationally competitive team for the Blades.  The team skates a 3-minute program and practices 2 hours per week.  This team will compete in Kalamazoo, Ann Arbor, Midwestern Sectionals in Michigan, Beaver Dam, and hopefully the National Championships in Boston, along with Fond du Lac’s holiday exhibition in November, Foot of the Lake – our home competition, and the annual ice shows.  Skaters must have passed their preliminary moves by 12/1/2011.  Pre juvenile moves are recommended.  Some competitive experience is appreciated.  Skaters must be under 13 years of age as of 7/1/2011 and must tryout for placement on this team.

Pre Juvenile Team:

This team is regionally competitive.  The team skates a 2-minute program and practices 1 hour per week.  This team will compete in Kalamazoo, Ann Arbor, Midwestern Sectionals in Michigan, and Beaver Dam along with Fond du Lac’s holiday exhibition in November, Foot of the Lake – our home competition, and the annual ice shows.  No Moves in the Field tests are required to be on this team; however, preliminary moves are recommended.  The majority of skaters on the team must be under 11 years of age as of 7/1/2011 and must tryout for placement on this team.

Beginner Team:

This team represents skaters with no prior USFS testing and no competitive experience.  The goal of the team is to develop performance skills and expose the skaters to the synchronized skating activity.  This team will be traveling with the other Blades teams to non-qualifying competitions and the ice show.  Skaters must have passed Basic 4 to participate and must be a registered USFS basic skills member.  Skaters can be any age to participate.
